Dear Ms. Summerson,

We appreciate the opportunity to provide comments on the above referenced
documents. We have considered the Department ofEnergy documents and are
providing the following comments.

\ [The final EIS should include moving the rail to the west ofhighway 95 near Goldfield
(Goldfield alternative segment 4). Goldfield segment 4 is the closest route to Silver
Peak and would be an advantage to D.C. Minerals, Inc. for shipping and receiving
materials for our operations in Silver Peak. The Goldfield alternative segment 4 has a
large differential fmancial benefit to Esmeralda County over the other three Goldfield
alternatives. The alternative options 1,2 & 3 will have no positive impact for our
operations in Silver Peak.

We believe that a railroad closer to Silver Peak would be a very good market
opportunity that would allow us to compete with others due to lower transportation
costs. Costs could be even lower if we could ship on backhaul trains.J
