1In April of 2004, the United Nation's
Committee to End Racial Discrimination upheld the Shoshone claim in a
record decision, and their declaration clearly identifies the Yucca
Mountain Repository as one of several ongoing serious human rights
violations by the United States against the Western Shoshone Nation.
Corbin Harney condemned the government's actions, particularly the
Department of Energy saying, "It is with blatant disrespect that the
DOE continues to violate our Mother Earth as well as disregard the
Treaty of Ruby Valley." The truth "from the beginning," he once said,
is that "the people are going to have to wake up to the problem and
get a cleaner source of power, wind or solar, that doesn't have waste.
